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First: Islamic Values:

Affirm the Islamic values that enable the enhancement of sustainable urban development, and provide the future generations with effective policies towards best quality of life such as Shurah principles in the process of decision making instituted on broad participation of civil society, transparency, responsibility, equality, consideration of local priorities, cooperate to help those of special needs, and endeavor to address the problems. 

Second: Local Administration:

1. Secure citizen safety, and endeavor to secure tenure of his shelter.

2. Achieve urban management that implements the principle of Surah to engage the civil society organizations and the private sector in the process of development, and to enhance transparency to combat corruption as well as the principle of responsibility that ensures the local priorities, to enable participation in the decision making based on reality and links the planning mechanism to the implementation.

3. Affirm the sustainable environmental development, and endeavor to address problems in general and environmental issues in particular.

4. Enable all the representatives of civil society to take part in the process of decision making concerning development process on all levels.

Third: Means of Implementation:

1. Undertake to identify the barriers and malfunctions towards sustainable development in Islamic cities and address them through institutional capacity building, and skills needed by local officials and leaders.

2. Endeavor to develop the local capacities to institutionalize and apply the Islamic principles in development strategies, urban policies and action plans, and to follow-up and assess the effectiveness of application, and implementation of principles and policies.

3. Undertake to support the financial resources of Islamic capitals and cities to enable its institutions to implement their priorities.

Fourth: Local Performance:

1. Strengthen monitoring and evaluation tools to appraise the effectiveness of applying the urban policies.

Fifth: Institutional and International Relations:

1. Strengthen the cooperation among Islamic capitals and cities to exchange experiences and learned lessons in sustainable urban development.

2. Affirm the respect cultural and social diversity as well as variation of customs and traditions.

3. Endeavor to highlight the Islamic values and principles that would lead to sustainable urban communities.

4. Undertake to support the initiative of the United Nations Human Settlement Programme (UN-HABITAT) to establish the special Human Settlements Programme for the Palestinian People.
