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1. Encourage the Islamic capitals and cities municipalities towards transformation to e-municipality and encourage their citizens to benefit from its services. 

2. Form a committee among OICC’s members who have expertise in application of e-municipality, which its mission is to set up strategic plan on digital interaction between Islamic cities municipalities.

3. Follow-up and be acquainted with the experiences of the cities and capitals of developed countries for serving the community in using ICT and e-Government.

4. Urge OICC’s members to train and qualify their staff to transform to and deal with municipal electronic systems, and to address the barriers that affect the implementation.

5. Affirm the necessity of speedy application of Geographic Information Systems (GIS) by member capitals and cities municipalities and to use technology in urban planning towards the outcomes of the required electronic services.

6. Affirm the necessity of taking the required actions to complete the entering of important databases by member capitals and cities municipalities to provide a larger services to public, and to enact legislations to support the governmental electronic transactions between the public and the municipality.

7. Call upon  OICC’s members for re-engineering the services in a way that appropriates to electronic requirements that needed for transformation to electronic systems. 

8. Call upon OICC’s members to present a periodical report on the challenges that face them in activating and developing the municipal electronic systems, along with the means of solutions, during the meetings of OICC’s Administrative Council, Scientific Symposiums and General Conference sessions.

9. OICC’s General Secretariat shall publish specialized researches, studies and applications on e-municipality that prepared by its members on its website.

10. Call upon OICC’s members to pay attention to exchange of successful software programs that used in municipal electronic projects, and to exchange experiences, visits, shared studies in this field between electronic municipalities and other municipalities.
11. OICC’s members shall play an effective role in learning their communities, decision makers, and define the use of ICT for developing the community through holding of symposiums, workshops and other means of raising the awareness.

12. Pay attention to the study of local funding resources, planning and development of municipal local resources in order to achieve their objectives and to implement their projects.
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
